Appointment of Public Member and Alternate Public Member

Dear Members of the Commission

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the City, County, and Special District Members of the Commission
appoint Jenelle Osborne as the Regular Public Member to a four-year term and Roger Aceves
as the Alternate Public Member to a two-year term beginning March 1, 2025.

DISCUSSION

In November 2024 the Regular and Alternate Public Members seats were identified to expire
on March 1, 2025.

In response, the Commission authorized the opening of a 30-day application period. The
notice was sent out on November 14, 2024 with a closing date of December 16, 2024. An Ad-
Hoc Committee of Commissioners Kyriaco, Geyer and Nelson was appointed to screen
applications, conduct interviews and recommend replacement appointments to the City,
County and Special District members of the Commission.

Four applications were received for the position of Regular Public Member and Alternate
Public Member. A total of four candidates were interviewed by the Ad-Hoc Committee that
unanimously recommended Jenelle Osborne be appointed as Regular Public Member and
Roger Aceves as the Alternate Public Member, to complete the four-year term for Regular
office through March 1, 2029 and two-year term for Alternate office through March 1, 2027.

The Commission policy on the selection of Public Members and Alternate Public Members
is set forth below. Government Code Section 56325 requires that selection of the public
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member and alternate public member be supported by at least one of the members in
each of the other categories, i.e., City, County and Special District members.

The Commissioner Handbook states “The method for selecting Public members is
determined by the regular City, County and Special District members, as follows.

A public announcement of the vacancy to solicit letters of interest.

b. The Commission may appoint a committee consisting of a City member, County
member and Special District member to screen applications and letters of interest.

c. Finalists are selected and interviewed by the committee, which shall recommend
an appointment to the Commission.

d. The Commission, in open session, considers the recommendation and appoints an
individual as the Regular and Alternate Public Member.

This process has been followed and the Ad-Hoc Commmittee has made a recommendation.
The Commission, in open session should consider the recommendation of the Selection
Committee and appoint the Regular and Alternate Public Members.
