LAFCO 00-20: Rincon Engineering Annexation to the Carpinteria Sanitary Didrict

PROPONENT: Board of Directors of the Carpinteria Sanitary Didtrict, by resolution.

ACREAGE & Less than one acre located within the City of Carpinteria, gpproximately 1,750

LOCATION feet west of the intersection of Carpinteria Avenue and Rincon Road (6325
Carpinteria Avenue).

PURPOSE: To provide sawer service for an exising manufacturing and office fadility with a

faling individud disposa sysem.

GENERAL ANALYSIS:

1 Land Use, Planning and Zoning - Present and Future:

The annexation area contains a manufecturing faclity and office building. It is within the
Didtrict’s Sphere of Influence and is within the boundaries of the City of Carpinteria

No changesin land use, planning or zoning will occur as aresult of this annexation. The exidting
use conforms with the City Generad Plan that designates the Ste as Low Dengty Indugtrid and
the exising MRP (Research and Industrid Park) zoning.
The land to the west is developed and zoned MRP. The parcel to the east is vacant and zoned
for aResort. The property is adjacent to Highway 101 on the north and the Pacific Ocean on
the south.

2. Topography, Natural Features and Drainage Basins
The ste and surrounding areaislevel. No significant naturd feetures affect the proposa.

3. Population:

There are no dweling units in the annexation area and none are proposed.

4. Governmenta Services and Controls - Need, Cost, Adequacy and Availability:
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The initiaing agency’s “Plan for Providing Services Within the Affected Territory” is on file in
the LAFCO office as required by the Government Code.

A sawer main is located gpproximately 500 feet from the buildings to be connected and nearby
developed properties are dready serviced by the Didtrict.

5. Assessed Vaue, Tax Rates and Indebtedness:

The proposa is presently within tax rate area 05003. The overdl tax rate will not be affected
by this change. The assessed value is $ 760,586 (2000-01roll).

The proponent reports that the subject territory, upon annexation, shal be liable for its share of
existing indebtedness, to be repaid by sewer service fees collected by the County annudly with

property taxes.

6. Environmenta Impact of the Proposa:

LAFCO is the lead agency. The proposa should be found to be categoricaly exempt. (Class
19 - Annexation of Existing Facilities and Lots for Exempt Fadilities).

7. Landowner and Annexing Agency Consent:

The property owner has given written consent. The Didrict consents to the waiver of
conducting authority proceedings.

8. Boundaries, Lines of Assessment and Registered Voters:
The boundaries are definite and certain, athough containing minor errors. There are no conflicts
with lines of assessment or ownership. The property is contiguous to the existing Didrict
boundary.

A map aufficient for filing with the State Board of Equdization has not yet been received from
the proponent.

The territory is uninhabited; namely, there are fewer than 12 registered voters.

ALTERNATIVES FOR COMMISSION ACTION
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After reviewing any testimony or materias that are submitted, the Commission should take one of the
following actions.
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OPTION 1 — APPROVE this proposal.

Find: 1) the subject territory is uninhabited, 2) dl affected landowners have given written
consent to the annexation and 3) the annexing agency has given written consent to the
walver of conducting authority proceedings.

Waive the conducting authority proceedings and direct the daff to complete the
proceeding.
